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Gulf Coast Humane Society Assists in Rescue of 20 Lehigh Acres Cats
FORT MYERS, Fla. (December 13, 2010) – The Gulf Coast Humane Society (GCHS) has transferred in 20 cats from Lee County Domestic Animal Services (LCDAS) that were among nearly 200 felines discovered in a vacant Lehigh Acres home last week. All 20 of the cats in the care of GCHS will be spayed/neutered, micro chipped, receive a full medical exam and all necessary vaccinations, and will be available for adoption within a few days.

“The challenge to rescue, provide care, and find adoptive homes for abandoned and neglected animals in Southwest Florida cannot be solved by one individual shelter,” explains GCHS Executive Director David Stroud. “It takes an entire community to come together to help. As a no-kill shelter, Gulf Coast Humane Society is committed to being an integral part of a community-wide effort to find forever homes for these pets.”

This most recent rescue of 20 cats is just the latest in a year-long effort by GCHS to assist county shelters and local animal services by transferring in at-risk animals. In 2010, GCHS has taken in more than 400 cats and dogs from LCDAS, Collier County Domestic Animal Services, and other surrounding county shelters. 
Established in 1947 as the original humane society in Southwest Florida, the Gulf Coast Humane Society provides humane care for abandoned and neglected animals through safe refuge, compassionate care, and adoption into a loving, forever home. The Gulf Coast Humane Society is a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit animal welfare organization that receives no federal, state, or county funding and no funding from the Humane Society of the United States, and relies solely on donations, grants, bequests and fundraising events to further its mission. GCHS is a no-kill shelter and does not euthanize any animal for lack of space or length of time that they are in the shelter. GCHS also operates a full-service veterinary clinic open to the public. 
The Gulf Coast Humane Society main adoption center is located at 2010 Arcadia Street in Fort Myers. GCHS also has four off-site adoption locations at Pet Supermarkets in Cape Coral, North Fort Myers, Bonita Springs and Naples.
